Unloading a Vehicle:

The main unloading area and truck dock are located

on the north side of the center off South Broadway
St (which is one-way heading North). If you go past

the load in and vehicle staging area, it’s easy to circle

around the block and approach again. Keep turning

left until you reach the loading area on the north side

of the building. See page 6 for photos of area.

Vendors should only move-inand out through the north-
east loading area. No front entrance move-in or move

out is permitted at the John S Knight Center.

Vendors are required to use the complimentary Porter to
assist them with provided four-wheel carts on move-in
and move-out to assure it’s a safe move-in for everyone.

Vendors do NOT need Porters when loading with
2-wheel carts, luggage, large quilt frames and other

display units on casters. Vendors may always hand-carry

goods without the Porter assistance.

For vendors who use the loading dock, complimentary

Porter service is available as well.

Booth Staffing:

Please be sure you have requested a name badge via
email for everyone you plan to have working in your

booth (VIPs, regular staff, spouses, etc.). Your booth

must be staffed at all times, and you may want to take

special note of the 11:30am - 1:00pm class break,

when increased attendee traffic in the Exhibit Hall may

boost your need for help.

Parking Information:

Vendors may park in the Art Museum open-air
parking lot on S Broadway and E Market St. Enter
the Art Museum lot from S Broadway just east of
the loading area. They have a new payment system
- scan the posted code and pay online.

Alternate parking is in the City Center Parking Deck
on South High St and East Mill St. or the Market
Parking Deck next to the Library on South High St.
Please reserve the Broadway Parking Garage for at-
tendees only. See page 7 for a map.

Parking is generally $2.50 to $10.00 per day max,
depending on the location.

On event days, the people door next to the load-
ing area nearest the Art Museum parking lot will
be staffed and vendors with name badges can enter
between 8-11am Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

Tax Information: Sales tax is 6.75%.

Sales tax collected at the Expo must be remitted
electronically using the Ohio Business Gateway by
May 25, 2026. Log in or create an account at:

Exhibitors selling goods (with a business not
registered in Ohio) need a Transient Vendor Li-
cense. If you have never registered for a Transient
Vendor License in the State of Ohio, obtain one prior

Move-out begins after 5:00pm. No exceptions! This means your booth should be open, fully decorated and ready to
do business until 5:00pm. Expo staff will be on the floor to assure all booths are open until the end of the show as pub-

lished in all consumer promotion.

Loading a Vehicle

You will be able to drive up to loading area with your vehicle once your booth is packed and ready to go. Your Vehicle ID
card will be required when parked in the loading area. Vendors are required to use the complimentary Porter to assist
them with provided four-wheel carts. Vendors do NOT need Porters when loading with 2-wheel carts, luggage, large quilt

frames and other display units on casters.

If You Need Outbound Shipping: the official Expo Decorator will be on-site to facilitate your outbound shipping
needs. If you have questions about these services, please call them directly.



Booth Space Requirements:
Exhibitors should plan their displays with the following guidelines in mind:

+ Objects should be placed within the confines of the booth space, not in the aisles or adjacent booths.

« Exhibitor may display 8’ high ' the distance to the front of the booth at any time. 8" high displays or walls that ex-
tend from the back drape to the aisle must be pre-approved by Show Management. If you have a corner booth, the

aisle “wal

is yours to do with as you please up to the 8 height.

« Ifyou plan to run perimeter pipe at the 8'height beyond limits as stated above, you must cover the pipe with fabric
or some other display material. Please,“no naked pipe!”

« Pinning or taping directly to drape or walls is expressly forbidden. You may use fishing line, chain, “s"-hooks, hang-
ers, hula-hoops. . . these are all good ways to hang display items from the 8’ pipe.

+ Alltables must be draped on three sides to the floor. The Fire Marshall requires flame-retardant materials for table
drape, which you may order along with other furnishings from the official Expo Decorator. In any case, if you have
questions about your booth design/décor, please do not hesitate to call us.
